The hospital maternity wing has 13
patient rooms, each approximately
200 square feet.

In this initial phase, two rooms
were redesigned, [rom double- to
single-occupancy, to meet the new
ALA guidelines. In January 2007,
redesign began on two more rooms,
with the ultimate goal of redesign-
ing the entire maternity suite.
